Head east on E Sky Harbor Blvd

Turn right to stay on E Sky Harbor Blvd

Merge onto AZ-153 S via the ramp to AZ-143/E exit/I-10

Slight left to stay on AZ-153 S (signs for University Dr/AZ-143/1-10)

Turn left at E University Dr

Turn right to merge onto AZ-143 S toward I-10

Take exit 1A to merge onto I-10 E/US-60 E toward Tucson

Continue to follow I-10 E

Exit onto Frontage Road to access Speedway Blvd/University of Arizona/St Marys Rd
Turn left at W Speedway Bivd

FROM SPEEDWAY BLVD TO THE PARKING GARAGE:

Turn EAST/LEFT onto Speedway; go to Mountain Avenue (approx. 2 Va miles).
Turn SOUTH/RIGHT onto Mountain; go to Second Street (2 blocks).
